Water loss in water supply systems is a serious 
problem for almost all urban areas around the world 
and it can be even worse in areas with scarcity of 
water. This problem deserves immediate attention 
and appropriate action to reduce avoidable stress on 
scarce and valuable water resources. Several big 
cities have already started programmes geared 
towards the step-by-step reduction of the losses and 
it is well known that many institutions and water 
and sanitation utilities have developed and 

implemented strategies and technologies to control leakage and water loss. These strategies 
have proven highly efficient and received worldwide recognition.

29th and invited to submit their presentation in electronic form in English no later than 
September 4th 2021. The time for presentation is limited to 20 min.
